Bible Measurements
A Day’s Journey – roughly 20 to 30 miles, half that when traveling in a large company (with women and children)
Bath – between six and eight gallons, which was the largest liquid measure used by the Jews in the Old Testament

Cubit – about 18 inches, represented by the length of an adult arm from the point of the elbow to the tip of the middle finger

Farthing – approximately one-sixty-fourth of a denarius, which was the average wage a worker would receive for a day’s work

Handbreadth – on an adult hand, three to four fingers held together, or three to four inches
Homer – less than eight bushels; originally signified “an ass load,” or the amount a donkey could carry

Mite – the smallest Jewish coin in use, which represented only half a farthing

Sabbath’s Day Journey – just over a half mile, in reference to restricted travel on the day of rest

Shekel – approximately 58 cents; 3,000 shekels equals a talent

Span – the width from the end of the thumb to the tip of the little finger, fully extended, which measured about nine inches
Talent – 75 pounds, the Bible’s largest unit of measurement
