Although Buddhism began and first flourished in India, it had by 1200 all but disappeared there, but had won huge numbers of followers in Ceylon, Burma, Thailand, Tibet, China, and Japan. (Less than 1 percent of the 1977 estimated Indian population of 622,200,000 were Buddhists. (Isaac Asimov’s Book of Facts, p. 372)

Contrary to popular belief, there are almost no Buddhists in India, nor have there been for about a thousand years. Although Buddhism was founded in India around 470 B.C.E. and developed there at an early date, it was uprooted from India between the seventh and eighth centuries C.E. and today exists almost exclusively outside the country, primarily in Sri Lanka, Japan, and Indonesia. (Noel Botham, in The Book of Useless Information, p. 168)

An expert is a character from out of town. (Dorothy Galyean, in Quips and Quotes and Cleaned up Jokes)
The first all-black organization in America was an African Lodge of the Masonic Order – in Boston during the American Revolution. The group was unable to get an American Masonic charter, but English Masons chartered them in 1787. (L. M. Boyd)

Nestle is the largest company in Switzerland, yet more than 98 percent of its revenue comes from outside the country. (Noel Botham, in The Book of Useless Information, p. 171) 
In 2004, John Kerry’s hometown newspaper, the Lowell Sun, endorsed George W. Bush for president. Bush’s hometown newspaper, the Lone Star Iconoclast, endorsed John Kerry for president. (Noel Botham, in The Best Book of Useless Information Ever, p. 172)

Only two Presidents of the United States, James K. Polk and Woodrow Wilson, have been elected without winning the vote of their home state. (Isaac Asimov’s Book of Facts, p. 354)
Franklin D. Roosevelt, the most popular president ever to hold office in the United States, did not carry his home county of Dutchess, New York, in any of his four elections. (David Louis, in Fascinating Facts, p. 139)

In the United States, the presidential candidate usually chooses his vice-presidential running mate on the basis of his vote-getting qualities, particularly in his home state. Yet, through 1976, in eighteen of the twenty-six Presidential elections since the Civil War, vice-presidential candidates on the losing major party ticket did not win in their home states. (Isaac Asimov’s Book of Facts, p. 347)
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
