Gandhi
The five-hour procession of Gandhi’s body through the streets of Old and New Delhi and the cremation ceremony that followed were witnessed by nearly 1 million people. Another 2 to 3 million were reportedly present when Gandhi’s son placed his ashes in the sacred waters of the Ganges and Jumna rivers. More of his ashes were placed in 50 other holy rivers throughout India, bringing to 10 million the number of people who participated in last rites for their martyred idol. (A. MC., in The Book of Lists #2, p. 463)

Mohandas K. Gandhi (1869-1948): Indian independence leader Mahatma Gandhi was assassinated in New Delhi, India, by Hindu fanatic Natharum Godse at 5:13 p.m. on January 30, 1948. Gandhi was killed upon arriving in the Birla House gardens, where he was supposed to lead a prayer meeting attended by several hundred of his followers. After the religious ceremonies, he was to return to the home of Ghanshyam Das Birla, his host in New Delhi. That evening, Gandhi had intended to follow his usual evening routine, which consisted of talking to his relatives and followers for a short time, before a season of reading and writing. At about 9:00 p.m., he would have had his nightly cinema before going to bed. (Amy Wallace, David Wallechinsky, and Irving Wallace, in The Book of Lists #3, p. 61)
(Responding to an interviewer who asked what Gandhi thought of Western civilization) “I think it would be a good idea.” (Uncle John’s 4-Ply Bathroom Reader, p. 172)
Although Gandhi experimented widely with meager diets and fasts to relieve his physical complaints and to encourage the restraint of sexual and other passions, during the early 1900s he suffered from constipation, which no diet would cure. He finally tried an “
earth treatment” consisting of a poultice of clean earth moistened with cold water and spread on fine linen. Applied to the abdomen at bedtime and removed during the night or in the morning, this proved a radical cure, which he used on himself and his friends. (A. K. & L. K. ., in the Book of Lists #2, p. 366)

All fear is a sign of want of faith. Cultivate the quiet courage of dying without killing. For man lives freely only by his readiness to die. (Mahatma Gandhi)
We start with the story of Mahatma Gandhi who, at the age of 24, was a passenger on a train in South Africa. He had a first-class ticket. He was a lawyer and could afford it. The train stopped at a little whistle-stop and an Englishman got on. Gandhi was asked to get out of his seat and give it to the Englishman -- the only reason being that he was an Indian. When he protested, he was thrown off the train. Such an experience could embitter any person, especially a young person. It could change him into a rebel or it could make him an outlaw. It often has. One bad experience like that can turn somebody off to the whole human race. Indeed, the experience did change Mahatma Gandhi’s life and, as we all know, not to bitterness. In later years, he looked back and decided that that instant was the most creative experience in his entire life. That’s the experience we are after today...forgiveness. (William Earle Cameron)
The weak can never forgive. Forgiveness is the attribute of the strong. (Mahatma Gandhi)
In the late afternoon of January 30, 1948, Gandhi was shot as he was beginning an evening prayer meeting in the gardens of Birla House in Delhi. One thousand followers who had gathered to pray for Hindu-Muslim unity watched as the assassin approached Gandhi, hands clasped in traditional Hindu greeting, and then fired three shots in near-point-blank range. As Gandhi fell to the ground, his eyes held on his assassin, and he gave a Hindu gesture of forgiveness. He was quickly taken back to Birla House and placed on a couch with his head in the lap of his 16-year-old granddaughter, Mani. He died a half-hour later. (L. O., in The Book of Lists #2, p. 449)

Indira's  family were Brahmins. “Sonia, I am a mother," Indira said. “You need not be  afraid of me. I was also a girl like you in love with a boy from a different community and religion. I can understand your love. As Sonia prepared to leave,  Indira beckoned to her, took out a needle and thread, asked her to turn around  and then mended a loose hem on her dress.
